We
were pleased to be able to host this team and to
share in 10 days of ministry and missions awareness
activities. Church attendance has almost doubled
since the VBS and we are praying that the fruit from
this event will last and result in a permanent boost
for the ministry of Cristo Pan de Vida.

How do we join with God in his plan for the poor?

SAMS missionary Tom Waddell studies poverty issues in
order to help others be more effective in ministering to
the poor.  One place Tom begins with this complex
issue is the web of poverty.  As you can see below,
material lack, the most commonly perceived
characteristic of the poor, is reinforced by other factors
including vulnerability and broken relationships.  Each
one of these threads reinforces the web that holds
individuals in material, physical, emotional, social, and
spiritual poverty.

SAMS missionaries who work with the poor seek to
address the above factors as they walk out the Biblical
mandates to have compassion and mercy as well as to
do justice and good works.

Dear Phyllis,

I want to thank you for allowing me to have a
mountain top experience. You remember we were
able to purchase 12 study Bibles for the seminary
and 86 Bibles for the churches.

I was in Cop‡n Ruinas last week working with a group
from Virginia. The Dean of Cop‡n, the Rev. Arnaldo
Mej’a, picked me and three members of the team up
on Tuesday. These people were interested in seeing
more of Honduras and our Episcopal churches. So we
drove to Nuevas Delicias.

We parked the truck and walked for about fifteen
minutes up a muddy cow path. Had you stepped in it,
your shoes would have been sucked right off your feet.
Then we went up a set of dirt steps to the lay pastorÕs
house. These missions donÕt have a church building.
Fr. Mej’a had arranged for each family to have a Bible.
Phyllis, if you could have seen their faces. One might
think we had handed them gold, and to them it was
more precious than gold. There were five families
represented and we left two for the families that were
at work. One of the ladies told me shyly that she could

not read, but that afternoon, when her children came
home from school, she was going to have them begin
reading the Bible to her.

Back down the steps and the cow path to the truck
where we drove for another hour to arrive in La
Laguna. Not only were six families present from La
Laguna, but ten families had walked an hour and a
half from El Zarzal to receive their Bibles. There were
people all over. Fr. Mej’a announced that each family
was to receive a Bible.  He asked me to say a word
first. I could barely speak. I said that it was an honor
for me to be there, to gift them with these Bibles from
my friend in the U.S. who wanted to honor the
memory of her mother. And then each family came
up and reverently took the book.

One lady, with a baby on her hip, just opened her
Bible and carefully turned the pages. Another man
proudly told me that although he had only finished
fourth grade, his son was in fifth grade. I asked the
boy if he would read something for us. The Bible fell
open to Psalm 148:

Aleluya!
Praise the Lord from the skies;

Praise Him in the heights.
Praise Him all you angels;
Praise Him all you host.

Praise Him sun and moon;
Praise Him, all the shining stars.

How appropriate and wonderful. The young boy read
the first six verses with ease and pride.

Everyone trooped outside and stood under a tree,
proudly and carefully holding their Bibles. The priest
called out, ÒWho lives?Ó and the answer, ringing
clearly in the mountain air was Cristo.  He was indeed
there with us that day.

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          hen Jesus tells us to feed the hungry what does he mean?   Is he talking just
          about nourishment for the physical body?  In Perœ, where about 50% of the
population lives under the poverty line, hunger is ever present. Yet, I can see that Jesus
calls us to feed not just the body but also the soul.

In San Francisco, a shanty town in the outskirts of Lima, the poverty you encounter is
mind blowing. It is a town built precariously on sand dunes. My heart breaks that most
of the residents of San Francisco are under10 years old.
My mother, Mar’a Isabel Marentes, ministers to these
little ones.  My mom trained as a preschool teacher, so
this outreach caught her attention. A feeding program
at the Anglican mission church in this area was already
in progress when my family moved to Lima in July of
2005.  The children were receiving a breakfast every
Sunday but the spiritual outreach was not fully developed.
My mom helped the programÕs volunteers to learn
Godly discipline techniques and ways to reach young
children with GodÕs word.  While receiving a nutritious
meal the children are learning biblical principles that
they can use in their daily lives.  They experience Jesus
in a personal way and truly enjoy being in GodÕs
presence knowing that he loves them.  There is still
much to be done.  The ministry meets on a plot of sand.
Crime in this community is soaring.  But I believe that
God can change this neglected place and children.

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        e were clear with the Hondurans several years ago.
        We were academics, administrators and medical
personnel.  We lacked the skills to undertake a daunting
project such as bringing water to a remote village like
Chaguite Oriente.  We were regretful when we met with the
people of Chaguite and they said their greatest need was for
water.  But we knew our limitations and we couldnÕt
help.  We knew we would never see that beautiful place
again.  That was our belief or rather our unbelief.

In early July of this year we stood on the mountainside
near Chaguite, turned on a spigot and water came out.
That was remarkable because the place where the water
went in was roughly a mile away as the crow flies and
two miles as the pipeline ran.  The water came from the
dam we of St. PaulÕs started building last year, together
with the folks of ChaguiteÐso much for our unbelief.

Faith happened.  This, to be candid, can be a problem for
us.  We are workers in renowned universities, we work in
software and technology, we are rational and empirical in
our approach to life.  Faith cannot be measured or defined.
But faith happened and water came out of the tap.

In large measure faith came from the people of
Honduras and flowed into us. Also, this faith had its
origins in our baptismal covenant.  Many times a year
we gather at the font and affirm that we will Òseek and
serve Christ in all people.Ó

Noting our delight in their village, the people in Chaguite
saw beyond our unbelief and had faith that God would
show them and us a way forward.  That first year our
faith was inspired by their faith.  So when the word
came before the second trip that it was time to start on
the water project, the fact that we were academics and
administrators no longer fed into our former disbelief,
but into our strengthened faith.  We didnÕt know where
the necessary resources would come from but we had
faith that what was needed would be provided.

This summer water came out of the tap.  Faith can span
miles and cultures, can move mountains, can move
people from gloomy non-starting to joyous action.
Faith is contagious.

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      first saw Wilma as her husband carried her to the car. We were taking a
      carload of people to the HIV treatment center in an adjoining province and
we stopped by her house to take her along.

Wilma was skinny and weak and dehydrated and I couldnÕt tell if she was
breathing at all. It was a 25-mile drive on Dominican roads. We had eight people
in a car designed to carry five. IÕm sitting in the driverÕs seat thinking that Wilma
is going to die someplace along the way.  I kept checking the rearview mirror to
see if she was still breathing!  She didnÕt die that day. I got her back home that
afternoon, though she looked worse as her husband carried her back to the little
house than she had in the morning. Other members of the clinicÕs community
health team followed up with Wilma and I did not see her again.

However, about ten weeks later, I was sitting in the waiting room when a young
woman in a neat and tidy business suit entered with a brief case under her arm.
When she saw me, she veered in my direction and Ð as you have probably
guessed Ð it was Wilma. It took me a moment to recognize her. She had color in
her cheeks and was back to work at a business somewhere! We exchanged a few

pleasantries, and then she looked me straight in the eyes and quietly said: ÒI thank
God that you all found me.Ó

ÒÉ that you found me.Ó Wilma was not the first person to express this sentiment
to us. It implies that we have to be proactive, doesnÕt it? People are lost and we
have to go out and find them. We have to be out there looking. Whatever we could
have offered Wilma, whatever we could have done for her, would have been
wasted if we had not first found her.

The community health team spends most of its time Òout thereÓ Ð visiting patients
in their homes, interacting with community health promoters, walking the streets,
being accessible, and networking to keep track of the needs. In our minds, mission

Now Mabel is all smiles.  We were discussing how God loves us
so much that he is always looking for ways to straighten out our
lives.  I asked the girls if they knew why God had allowed them
to be sent to the other prison.  They both answered, ÒYes.Ó

Perla said they had church in the other prison and she had repented.
Also, when she got back to this prison, her sentence was reduced
to only two months, when they had told her it would be two years.

Then I asked her what was special about being in the other prison for her and
she said, ÓI returned.Ó  She was noticeably a different girl.  The
hardness was gone from her face and she didnÕt leave the group to
smoke even one cigarette.  I talked with her about writing her story
for our library to help others and she seemed interested.

I give thanks to the Lord for all the faithful prayer partners who
have been praying for these girls and the ministry at the prison.
God is answering these prayers and changing lives.

Giving to the Great Commission Fund helps to multiply our ministry through encouraging individuals to serve as
missionaries, equipping missionaries for service, working with the church in Latin America and throughout the world
to discern needs, providing pastoral support to those sent to serve, researching and implementing new initiatives to
plant churches and reach out with ministries of compassion, training of indigenous leaders and making others aware
of the opportunities to share the Gospel through SAMS.  Giving to a designated fund contributes to a relief and
development project, church growth initiative, or another ministry related program.  Giving to missionaries sends them
to share the good news of Jesus Christ in word and deed through evangelizing, discipling, church planting, equipping
the saints, teaching the young and old, serving in health ministries, and giving opportunity and hope to the poor.

Total expenditures were $2,140,632.  Thanks be to God for adding to our missionary numbers and for the provision
for this expansion of ministry.

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New Law on Charitable
Giving through IRA Accounts

Have you heard that the recently passed Pension
Protection Act of 2006 includes a provision
permitting charitable rollovers from individual
retirement accounts (IRAs)?  For the remainder of
this year, and also throughout 2007, individuals
over the age 70  can make charitable gifts directly
from their IRA accounts.  The gifts are limited to a
maximum of $100,000 in each year, and must
be made directly to a charitable organization.
Because the distribution is made directly from the
IRA account to charity, it may be accomplished
without triggering any taxes.  The new legislation
presents a unique short-term window for giving
opportunities through IRA accounts.  You should
consult with your tax advisor for more information.

Also, SAMS has made special arrangements for
you to look into the opportunities this new law
presents with the help of an independent group
called PhilanthroCorp, a nationally known
Christian charitable planning firm that works
exclusively in the areas of estate and gift
planning.  There will be no cost or obligation to
you for this service and no products to buy.
Whether you would like to explore one-time
giving strategies that this legislation presents, or
visit with them about creating a comprehensive
estate plan fulfilling all of your goals, I would
encourage you to take advantage of this service.
